· Builders Challenge—The U.S. Department of Energy has challenged the home building industry to build 220,000 high performance homes by 2012. Qualifying homes must meet a 70 or better score on the E-Scale, which is based on the HERS rating scale. Stitt Energy Systems, Inc. is participating in the Builders Challenge program.

· Stitt homes have been built in 15 of the U.S. states
